Sorting by tags  

➔ Tag represents one particular topic (for example: Christmas Battles, Wabadus, Mores 

battles, Oskars Kalpaks etc.); 

➔ To use a tag, there should be more than one object about the unifying topic; 

➔ Tags will have short (one sentence, saying - what it is) and longer descriptions 

(giving max 1 page description of the person/event/importance for military heritage 

story) 

LP will make Google table, partners will define the tags (EN) by 1.10.2020:  

Tag / short description / sample object to attach 

Management committee / experts to review the tags by 15.10.2020. 

 



Sorting by types 

Type can be (one object can belong to more than one type): 

◆ museum,  

◆ memorial (cemetery, monuments, memory plates and places...) 

◆ fortification (coastal battery, fortresses, battle trenches…) 

◆ military equipment (bomber, canon, plane…) 

◆ trail (walking distance, but not touring routes!) 

◆ bunker   

◆ territory (places of fights, Nāves sala…) 

◆ military town (Mežgarciems, Liepājas karaosta…) 

◆ buildings (if fits to no-other types: lighthouse, piers, towers, railway stations) 

◆ …???

Sorting by importance/reflect to the product   
➔ Importance means: 

 – the quality of exposition - how well the object exposes the military 

heritage story; 

- how easily accessible it is for tourists. 

 3  - Easy to find and access; presents the military heritage story in good visual 

form (interactive and contemporary museum exposition, info stand or info 

plate); is in good condition or conserved; is being maintained and managed; is 

important part of military heritage story. 

 2 - Easy to find and access; visually impressive object with a good military 

heritage story in background; the story is available in digital platform or printed; 

the object may not be maintained and managed. 

 1 - Can be found and seen, but there is no visual information on the related 

topic/event (eg., lighthouses, dwelling houses, cemeteries) 

 0 -     There is only a military heritage story with or without geographical link, 

but the object itself cannot be seen. 

 

 



Sub-divisions of 4 historic periods -  example: 

PERIOD: Second World War 1939–1945 

● Early war for Estonia and Latvia (1939-1940) 

● First year of Soviet occupation (1940-1941) 

● Interregnum, Summer War and German occupation (1941) 

● Estonian and Latvian residents in foreign armed forces (1940-1944) 

● War in Estonia and Latvia (1944-1945) 

● Independence restoration attempts (1943-1944) 

● End of war and its consequences (1945)

VTA on-site visits 

•61 objects have been added to the military 

heritage project page 

•More than 45 on-site visits have been done 

•The objects are very different - from the 

memorial grave plates in the cemetery to the 

tourist object, which already operates 

successfully. 

•Site-visits shows objects which has a great 

potential to be developed as military tourism 

objects, it highlights also lack of information on 

sites, guides and gives an impulse to find solution 

for information availability and site accessibility.
